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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in September 2022, the patient was in Croatia.  The patient was in a club.  The patient tells me that he was drinking.  He tells me that he suddenly got “jumped” by a group of guys.  The patient tells me that he was hit in the head.  The patient was kicked in the head.  The patient was punched many times in the head.  The patient lost consciousness and fell to the ground.  The patient believed that he was out of consciousness for about 10 to 15 minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient had a severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient had light sensitivity.  The patient had lack of focus.  The patient has severe dizziness.  The patient was taken to the local hospital.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient was treated accordingly.
Since the event, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient almost has headaches every day.  The patient described his headaches are migraines.  The patient has lack of focus.  The patient had significant light sensitivity.  The patient also has frequent dizziness causing him gait problems.  The patient tells me that sometimes he is so dizzy that he cannot walk straight.
The patient is currently a full-time student.  The patient tells me that the headache and light sensitivity significantly affecting him to focus and concentrate at school.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting him to perform well in school.  The light sensitivity is preventing him to be in class.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in Croatia, in 2022, the patient was in the club.  The patient was attacked by group of guys according to the patient.  The patient was hit many times in the head.  The patient was punched in the back of the head many times.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  The patient was out of consciousness for approximately 10 minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe head pain, confusion and disorientation.  Since the event, the patient has significant headache almost on an everyday basis.  It shows chronic dizziness, light sensitivity, and lack of focus.  It is my opinion that the punch in the head followed by loss of consciousness, fell to the ground, followed by not having significant headache symptoms on an everyday basis, dizziness, lack of focus, these are all signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion the patient has sustained dramatic brain injury.
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
