I saw Mary today April 16 on dialysis.  Using a right femoral catheter.  Failed attempt of AV fistula on the left-sided.  Trial tomorrow on the right vascular surgeon at Midland.  Off smoking for about a year and prior right-sided below the knee amputation.  There is ulcer on the left-sided.  Follow with wound clinic.  Frequent nausea, sometimes vomiting but no bleeding.  Frequent diarrhea.  No melena.  Denies chest pain, increase of dyspnea or use of oxygen.  Presently at Laurels of Mount Pleasant Nursing Home.  She states to be going home May 1st.
Medications:  I review medications.
Physical Examination:  Shows obesity, distant breath sounds and COPD abnormalities, but no gross respiratory distress.  No pericardial rub.  Minor peripheral edema.  Alert and oriented x3.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  All labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  End-stage renal disease, underlying hypertension, morbid obesity, bipolar disorder and problems with access as indicated above.  She is at or below target weight.  Has fluctuations of hypertension and low blood pressure during dialysis.  Recovers at the time she goes home.  Anemia at goal.  Good clearance.  Good iron levels.  Present calcium, phosphorus and PTH at goal.  Nutrition improving.  Potassium and acid base stable.  All questions answered and all issues discussed with the patient.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
