CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient stated that he was involved in automobile accident and has multiple injuries.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his mother and sister and he is on walker could not put any pressure on the left leg. The patient was a driver of the vehicle with a seatbelt on and he was involved in automobile accident on 03/17/2025. The patient was T-boned into the driver side. The patient sustained significant injuries and he had undergone surgery, which include exploratory laparotomy and sigmoid colon resection with colostomy bag. After that the patient developed pneumomediastinum and he was seen by pulmonologist. The patient also has lumbar spine lateral transverse process fracture L2-L4 and was seen by orthopedic physician. Also the patient has left acetabular fracture along with ischemia of the colon. The patient also has one left rib fracture. The patient is now walking with a walker and not weightbearing on the left side. He is in home and he is off the work. The patient stated that he started feeling better and he is also requesting consultation with general surgery/orthopedic specialist.

The patient stated that he never had such accident in the past.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, headache, ear pain, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or open wounds.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable and was a healthy person.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his family and there is no history of smoking cigarettes or alcohol use. The patient goes to college and also works as a cashier.
The patient has very good family support.

ADDENDUM: The patient denied any seizures.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.
LUNGS: Good air entry bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds and it is improved after resting.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and the patient has colostomy bag in place. All the surgical wounds have healed.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremities have no calf tenderness or edema. No significant tenderness on left hip upon resting. Extremities have no calf tenderness or pedal edema.
NEUROLOGIC: The patient is oriented x3 and gave all pertinent information. No focal deficit is noted. The patient is advised not to put any weight on the left heel and use a walker.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his family and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
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
