HISTORY: This is a 52-year-old gentleman here for followup. The patient was recently seen on 04/10/2025 for routine physical. His liver enzymes were significantly elevated. He subsequently had tests for hepatitis A, hepatitis B, hepatitis C, and HIV. He is here to review these results.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient stated the last time he was here he was here for abdominal pain in the right upper quadrant. He did not complete the CT scan of his abdomen at the facility where we have sent him to, he stated they were asking for too much money and would like to have another facility. He stated he researched SimonMed Imaging and they are not as expensive and stated he required a consultation for that clinic to have a CT scan of his abdomen and pelvis with contrast. He states his abdominal pain is a little better, but still there.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 95% at room air.

Blood pressure is 146/95.

Pulse is 89.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.3.

HEENT: Normal.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Elevated liver enzymes.
2. Obesity.
3. Fatty liver.
PLAN: The patient and I reviewed the results for hepatitis A, B, and C; these tests were all nonreactive. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. Consultation was completed for the abdomen and pelvis CT scan with contrast.
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
