John is a 72-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with unspecified cirrhosis of the liver. The patient has bouts of confusion, severe. He has a KPS score of 40%. He lives with his spouse Brenda who tells us that the patient is not totally ADL dependent. He wears a diaper. At times responsive and at times much less responsive. He is sleeping about 8 to 12 hours a day. Weakness severe. Review of the patient’s records indicates that the patient is now a DNR. He has had increased ammonia level. Previously at VA Hospital. End-stage cirrhosis of the liver secondary to alcohol and HCV. The patient does have large ascites that is present and underwent paracentesis on or about 04/13/2025 prior to being placed on hospice. It was deemed that there is no other treatment that can be offered to John and subsequently with the approval of his family, he was placed on hospice. Overall prognosis is quite poor. He most likely has less than six months to live with end-stage cirrhosis. It is important to note that INR is elevated at 1.2. The patient has also failed first and second line therapeutics for HCC. Also recent CT showed a left portal vein thrombus, large volume ascites, chronic renal insufficiency, and end-stage liver disease. Overall prognosis is quite poor. He most likely has less than six months to live at this time.
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
