The patient is much more disoriented. He is now disoriented to person, place and time. He is talking incoherently, repeating the same words over and over. He is eating very little, difficult to understand with a slurred speech.

Increased weakness and decreased appetite. KPS has dropped to 30%. Decreased weight of 50 pounds in the past 10 months. ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. Given the natural progression of his neurocognitive disorder illness, he most likely has less than six months to live. FAST score of 7B. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. Most recent MCA was reported at 26 cm on the left side. His other comorbidities include COPD, chronic pain, hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, gastroesophageal reflux, hypertension, vascular dementia severe and depression. Overall prognosis is quite poor.
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
