Dear Christina:

This is a followup for Susan chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in October.  No hospital emergency room visit.  Some feet tingling but no ulcers, claudication or gross edema.  Weight loss with medication Mounjaro.  I did an extensive review of system.  She denies all.  Somehow she was tested for hemochromatosis gene.  I do not have the results, but she has been told she is positive.  There are no family members with problems.  She is supposed to see Dr. Sahay in the near future.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, Mounjaro, Hyzaar and Invokana.
Physical Examination:  Weight down to 197 previously 206 and blood pressure by nurse 129/81.  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x3.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No abdominal tenderness or ascites.  No gross edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries available, hemoglobin elevated 15.6 and low sodium 134.  Normal potassium.  Metabolic acidosis 21.  Creatinine is stable 1.3.  GFR of 43 stage IIIB.  Normal calcium, albumin and phosphorous.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Underlying hypertension in the office fairly well controlled.  Tolerating Hyzaar.  Minor low sodium concentration as well as mild metabolic acidosis does not require treatment.  Normal potassium, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for phosphorus binders.  High hemoglobin no need for EPO treatment.  Incidental question hemochromatosis.  I do not have the results of the gene testing.  I do not have results of iron saturation.  No family history of this.  We will see what hematology has to say.  Also issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in the next six to seven months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
