Dear Sarah:

This is a followup for Mr. Beck with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in October.  No hospital visit.  Weight and appetite stable.  Denies nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, abdominal pain, diarrhea or bleeding.  No major urinary symptoms.  No edema or claudication.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the lisinopril, Norvasc, Jardiance and diabetes, cholesterol, triglyceride treatment.
Physical Examination:  Weight 173 and blood pressure 140/72 on the left-sided.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites, edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Blood test from January, creatinine 1.8, which is above baseline.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Metabolic acidosis 19.  Glucose elevated.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Phosphorus not elevated.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Question progression.  Continue to monitor.  Metabolic acidosis at bicarbonate replacement.  Same lisinopril.  Continue diabetes cholesterol management, tolerating Jardiance.  Other chemistries with kidney disease stable.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
