Thank you for this referral.

This 22-year-old Hispanic male who does not smoke or drink socially. Denies any drug allergies. He is here on account of recently discovered abnormal CBC. The patient was seen when he presented to the clinic at your place for some blood in vomit. A CBC was done, which showed some premature WBC. A repeat CBC was done on April 8th, which showed absolute immature granulocyte count of 0.17 and automated immature granulocyte count was high at 2.1 it should be less than 1.0.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Essentially unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 22-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 7 inches tall, weighing 162 pounds, and blood pressure today is high at 165/95 recheck of the blood pressure did show it again high at 145/95.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Throat: Slightly congested.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: His CBC, WBC count 8.1, hemoglobin 15.3, hematocrit 46, platelet count 345, and immature granulocyte 2.1% should be less than 1.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Elevated blood pressure.

2. Immature granulocyte on the peripheral smear.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient says he has been having this chronic infection for last few months and he is tried medication without much help.

Also today blood pressure is elevated. I have advised him to check it at home. We should go ahead and redraw CBC and CMP, which has come down to normal if not a close watch might suffice. This slightly elevated premature granulocyte in the peripheral smear could be from recent recurrent infections.
