HISTORY: This is a 69-year-old gentleman here with pain to his left scalp.

The patient stated he was at work and he and another employee were working on a metal pipe when it slipped and hit him on the side of his head. He stated he did not lose consciousness. He did not experience any nausea or vomiting. He did not experience any discharge from his nose or discharge from his ears. He states pain at the moment is 5/10 increases with touch.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He denies blurred vision or double vision. He denies neck pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 119/70.

Pulse 71.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.9.

SCALP: There is a 3.5 cm hematoma on the left parietal region of the scalp. No step off. No crepitus. No bleeding or discharge. There is an abrasion present.

EYES: PERL. EOM full range of motion. No restrictions of his extraocular muscles.

EARS: No discharge.

NOSE: No discharge. No congestion.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No tenderness to palpation of the bony structures of his neck.
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The New Orleans/Charity Head Trauma/Injury Rule was used in evaluating this patient. Headache Score: 1.

Vomiting Score: 0.
Age greater than 60 Score: 1.

Alcohol or Drug Intoxication Score: 0.

Amnesia Score: 0.

Visible Trauma Above the Clavicle Score: 1.

For a total Score of Three Seizures: Score of 0.
For total score of three, which indicates CT scan must be conducted. This result was conveyed to my patient and he was encouraged to go immediately to the emergency room to have a CT scan done of the scalp. He states he understands and will comply. Because of anticipating he may have a long wait in the emergency room, I gave him a prescription for Tylenol 1000 mg to take one p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain #30. Again, we had a lengthy discussion about the need for him to go to the emergency room, he states he understands.
