HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in Iraq in 2008.  The patient was driving a truck.  The truck ran over an IED explosion.  The patient tells me that he had loud ringing noise in the ears.  The patient tells me that everything was looking very slow.  He tells me that his visual movement of everything was moving very slow.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  The patient kept driving.  The patient had some dizziness.
In 2018 in Iraq, the patient was driving a metal detector vehicle.  There was an IED explosion.  The patient tells me that he heard loud voice.  However, the patient did not get injury.  He did not lose consciousness.  The patient denies getting any head injury.
In 2008 in Iraq, the patient was standing outside of the truck.  The patient tells me that there was dozer brake.  He ran over land mine.  The patient tells me that there was loud explosion.  There was dirt everywhere.  The patient tells me that he has some ringing in the ears.  However, no loss of consciousness.  No injury to the head.
The patient tells me since the event, the patient has headache and ringing in the ears.  The patient has memory difficulties.  The patient has dizziness and insomnia.
It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  The patient had extreme three explosions in Iraq in 2008.  All these explosions caused him to have ringing in the ears.  However, they did not cause any loss of consciousness.  There was no head trauma.  He felt little dizziness.  However, the patient was awake and alert after the explosion.  It is my opinion that the explosion did not cause traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that these explosions were not severe enough to cause traumatic brain injury.
The patient is currently working at the National Guards.  The patient tells me that the headaches are affecting his performance at work.  The patient has difficulty concentrate and focus.
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
