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CHEIF COMPLAINT

Vascular malformation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient had a brain MRI done previously, on October 23, 2024.  It shows that there is a left periventricular corona radiate vascular malformation.  Since then, I have repeated another MRI, it shows that the patient has large developmental venous anomalies on the left frontal lobe and lack corona radiata.
The patient currently denies any hemiparesis.  Denies any diplopia, dysarthria and dysphagia.  The patient denies any headaches.
DIAGNOSTIC TESTS
Brain MRI, done on January 15, 2025, shows a large developmental venous anomalies of the left frontal lobe and left corona radiate.  This is likely vascular malformation.  The patient currently has no neurological deficits from this.  The patient denies any hemiparesis.  Denies any diplopia, dysarthria or dysphagia.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient and wife of the above diagnoses.

2. Explained the patient that this is likely developmental anomalies.
3. Explained the patient this is not likely causing significant symptoms.
4. However, the patient would be interested to see neurosurgeon for this.
5. I will recommend the patient to make a followup with his primary care doctor, and get a referral to see a neurosurgeon.
6. I explained to the patient that this is not likely need surgery.
7. I explained to the patient signs and symptoms, suggest hemiparesis or hemibody sensory changes, diplopia or dysarthria.  Explained to the patient let me know immediately if he develops any of these signs and symptoms.
8. I will recommend the patient to follow with his primary care doctor, obtain an referral to see a neurosurgeon for this.
