The patient presents today with history of recurrent rash on face for the past the two weeks without treatment, present now for two days with a history of similar rash. Mother states she does have outside contact with unknown vegetation that is beginning a rash. The patient has history of autism while at school.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits other than presence of autistic behavior. Skin: With faint erythematous rash to face, cheeks and forehead without bullous formation or obvious pruritus; mother states she scratches some at night.

IMPRESSION: Contact dermatitis.

PLAN: Given prescription for Prelone low dose to take for the next few days. Follow up with pediatrician next week and to use Benadryl as needed for itching.
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
