Victoria Semonick has been seen in the office for the past several years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Hypertension.

4. Dyslipidemia.

Current Medications: Mounjaro 5 mg weekly, metformin 1000 mg twice daily, Lantus 35 to 40 units in a.m., NovoLog 0 to 25 units three times a day, pravastatin 40 mg daily, and lisinopril 10 mg daily.

Overall, she appears to be doing quite well and she is back on Mounjaro after a brief period. Not taking the medication.

Blood sugar control is satisfactory with recent hemoglobin A1c of 6.6%.

On examination, blood pressure 134/80, weight 202 pounds, and BMI is 37.7. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent lab studies show satisfactory, normal chemistry profile, LDL 72, HDL 61, and TSH 0.99.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes without apparent macrovascular complications, well controlled on her current program.

I recommend that she continue as now with no changes as her continues glucose monitor appears to be satisfactory without episodes of hypoglycemia.

As I now retire, I recommend that she follow with a new endocrinologist in the meantime with her primary care physician.
