HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 43-year-old gentleman, a lineman works for a pipeline company, comes in today for a yearly exam. Donnie is doing quite well. He did have gallstones last year. He is not having any nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. No significant change in his weight.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: Celebrex very p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
COVID IMMUNIZATION: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a pipefitter and a lineman. He does not smoke. He does not drink on regular basis. He had four children with his previous wife and then he and his new wife have had three, they are taking care of seven kids; some are out of the house.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died in November 2024 with myocardial infarction and COPD. Father has been dead for years in prison. No family history of colon cancer reported.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 187 pounds, O2 sat 98%, temperature 97.3, respiratory rate 18, pulse 66, and blood pressure 118/76.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. The patient’s gallbladder noted on the ultrasound, no other abnormality noted. Blood work ordered. Testosterone ordered. Thyroid within normal limits. Kidney and liver within normal limits. Lower extremity, which was done berceuse of previous pain, shows no DVT or PVD.

2. Echocardiogram shows no changes from previous.
3. The patient had two stones before 1.3 and 1.5 cm. There is no significant change in the size of the stone or the behavior of the stone or the location in the gallbladder.
4. Findings were discussed with the patent at length before leaving my office.
