The patient presents with refills of medications, no problems except recent DOT with work with elevated blood pressure denied without normal blood pressure.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above, hypertension, diabetes mellitus, hyperlipidemia, and erectile dysfunction.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Drives a truck.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA or lumbosacral tenderness with full range of motion. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Hypertensive cardiovascular disease, known diabetes mellitus type II, and hyperlipidemia.

PLAN: The patient’s medications were refilled. The patient had routine lab work done. Follow up in three months because of trouble of getting DOT with normal blood pressure in the office. Note was written in his behalf stating that he was seen today in our office with normal blood pressure. Advised to take blood pressure readings at home too and record them so that he can them back with him when he goes to obtain his DOT.
