Dear Annu:

This is a followup for Mrs. Ritter with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in October.  No hospital visit.  Doing diet on purpose.  Some weight loss from 154 to 149.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Norvasc, Coreg, lisinopril and HCTZ.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 130s/60s, by nurse here 158/78.  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x3.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites.  Minimal edema.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries April, creatinine 1.7, which is baseline and GFR of 30 stage III-IV.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Mild anemia 11.4.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III-IV appears stable.  No progression, not symptomatic.  No dialysis.  Blood pressure at home well controlled.  Tolerating ACE inhibitors among other blood pressure medicines.  Present electrolytes and acid base normal.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
