Dear Dr. Wiggins:

This is a followup for Carol with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and prior history of kidney stones.  Last visit in October.  Her allergy symptoms appear to be worse.  Nasal congestion anterior and posterior drainage.  No bleeding.  No fever.  Cough, uses inhalers as needed.  No oxygen supplementation.  No purulent hemoptysis.
Review of Systems:  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the losartan.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure by nurse 169/67, at home 120s/60s.  Few wheezing.  No pleural effusion or consolidation.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen.  Weight 244.  No tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries April, creatinine 1.18, which is in the good side for a GFR of 42 stage III.  Normal sodium.  Upper potassium.  Mild metabolic alkalosis.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No gross anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime, previously normal size kidneys without obstruction or urinary retention.  Incidental right-sided renal cyst.  Blood pressure in the office not well controlled, at home tolerating losartan.  All chemistries associated to kidney disease stable.  Do not require any changes on management.  She is moving into Mount Pleasant City that might help with the allergies where she lives is a lot of trees and fields area.  Come back on the next 6 to 9 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
