Dear Dr. Khan:
This is a followup for Mr. Hamsen with pancreas and renal transplant in 2018.  Last visit in October.  Tacro level running high to be rechecked.  University did not decrease the dose.  Off and on first toe superficial erosion.  No cellulitis, fever, nausea, vomiting or bowel changes.  Has decreased eyesight.  No chest pain, palpitation, or dyspnea.  No kidney or pancreas tenderness.  Follows eye doctor Dr. Aggarwal.  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Long active Tacro, prednisone, Myfortic, cholesterol and blood pressure treatment, which includes beta-blocker and Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 190 pounds, previously 181 pounds.  Blood pressure 132/50 on the left sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal distention or tenderness.  No major edema.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries from April.  No anemia.  Urine, no blood or protein.  Creatinine 1.06.  Normal glucose 96.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium, and phosphorus.  Present GFR better than 60.  Protein creatinine ratio in the urine normal less than 0.2.  Normal amylase and lipase.  Tacro at 9.12.

Assessment and Plan:  Kidney and pancreas transplant 2018.  High risk medication immunosuppressants.  Stable kidney function.  Normal glucose control.  He has not required any external medications.  Legally blind.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Tacro in the upper side follow University of Michigan.  Other chemistries stable.  No activity in the urine for blood or protein.  Continue present regimen.  Come back in the next six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
