Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:
This is a followup for Mrs. Dodds with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and small kidneys.  Last visit in August.  To have cataract surgery in the near future beginning on the right, which is worse than on the left.  Recent screening routine colonoscopy negative.  Extensive review of systems done being negative.  Overall feeling well.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Notice the HCTZ, potassium replacement.  Potassium sparing diuretics clonidine.  Very rarely takes ibuprofen.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable 180 pounds.  Today blood pressure 148/82 on the left-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen, no tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries April.  Creatinine 1.16 stable representing a GFR 52 stage III.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  No albumin in the urine.  PTH not elevated.  Normal calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia minor at 13.5.  No blood protein in the urine.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, stable, no progression, not symptomatic.  Blood pressure in the office fair, needs to be checked at home.  Continue present diuretics and potassium replacement.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Chemistries stable.  No activity in the urine.  Come back in nine months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
