This is a consultation on Matthew Davis.

This 54-year-old male quit smoking 18 years ago prior to that he smoked one pack per day for 20 years. Alcohol moderately. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: The patient has had history of head and neck cancer some 10 years ago. He is here for followup. The patient had history of esophageal cancer 10 years ago.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This patient was diagnosed to have esophageal cancer 10 years ago. He was treated with radiation and chemotherapy followed by extensive surgery with esophagectomy and also removal of part of the stomach and then intestines were pulled up to create a esophagus this was done at UT Southwest. Following surgery, the patient lost about 100 pounds of weight. He used to weigh 270 pounds then he weighed 170 pounds. Gradually, he regained weight. His weight fluctuates now between 220 to 230 pounds.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Also includes history of hernia repair in the past.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inches tall, weighing 224 pounds, BMI 32, and blood pressure 136/84.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. History of esophageal cancer now in remission.

2. History of hernia repair.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC, CMP, hemoglobin A1c, and lipid once available we could make further recommendations. Appears that patient is in remission.
