This is a progress report on Carl Peshel.

Carl is 74-year-old male who was recently diagnosed to have squamous cell carcinoma of the floor of the mouth. Initial diagnosis was T2 and 2CMO and five lymph nodes were positive out of 9 in regional neck area. There was extra capsular extension in the right neck lymph node and 2/14 were positive on the left neck area. The patient subsequently had a CT scan suggestive of metastatic disease. The patient saw it was whole body PET/CT scan suggestive of metastatic disease so patient was referred to me for further evaluation and treatment by his surgeon Dr. David King. The patient was seen and was referred also to Dr. Morton at Texas Oncology for radiation. The patient will be starting the radiation today.

SYMPTOMS: The patient says he feels okay. No significant issues so far. He has had lost some weight but now he weighs 196 pounds, which is its usual.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inches tall, weighing 196 pounds, and body surface area 2.1 m2. He has recent surgical scar and swelling on the left side of the neck. Also, his talking is affected because of the recent surgery including removal of part of the tongue.
Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: 3+ pitting edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Squamous cell carcinoma of floor of the mouth possibly stage IV disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will look on current chemo and radiation. Today, we will start him with single agent cisplatinum 40 mg/m2 once a week till the duration of radiation and then once radiation is completed we will discuss further plan with the patient.
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Today, after premedications with emend 150 mg, Aloxi 1 mL, and dexamethasone 10 mg. The patient was given cisplatinum 80 mg in 1 liter of sodium chloride intravenously and upon completion he is now sent to radiation therapy.
