REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress obese gentleman.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 131/78.

Pulse is 86.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.0.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity.
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EXTREMITIES: He has a large well healed scar on his anterior surface of his left knee. He said his has occurred when he was a child. He had a significant laceration in his knee which had to be repaired and that is affecting them on his job and caused him to get occasional dizziness especially prolonged kneeling and squatting.

NEUROLOGIC: He is alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
