This is a 93-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer's dementia. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight. His MAC has dropped to 20 cm. He is confused. His O2 sat still stable at 95%. He also suffers from abnormality of gait and mobility; very little ambulation at this time, hypertension, osteoarthritis, hyperlipidemia, anxiety, and posttraumatic stress disorder. Mr. Hodjes currently has a KPS score of 50%. His FAST score is 7A. He lives with Dana who is his daughter who tells us that the patient is now total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, only oriented to person, semi-responsive at times, eats very little, diminished appetite, has protein-calorie malnutrition, and spending more time in bed about 8-12 hours now. His overall mentation is diminished and continues to diminish to the point that he does not recognize family members. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live due to his Alzheimer's dementia which he is on hospice for at this time and continues to be appropriate for hospice care at home.
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
