Ms. Thomas is currently on hospice. She is being evaluated for face-to-face. The patient’s hospice diagnosis is chronic obstructive pulmonary disease. She also suffers from depression, mixed hyperlipidemia, hypertension, gouty arthritis, and DJD. The patient has had issues with shortness of breath with activity and at rest. She appears to be tachycardic with a heart rate of 98 today. The patient’s O2 saturation was reported at 94% on room air. She also has 2+ edema. The patient’s blood pressure is 130/72 today. LMAC is 24 cm. KPS score is at 40%. She uses her nebulizer regularly and on p.r.n. basis when she becomes short of breath. She does have 2+ pedal edema as I mentioned and definitely requires help with all ADL and wears an adult diaper for bowel and bladder incontinence. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to survive.
ADDENDUM: LMAC has now dropped to 23 cm. The patient was found to be more short of breath, more tired especially with activity and at rest with O2 sat of 91%. 
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
