Mr. Thomas is a 68-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. Other comorbidities include kidney disease stage IIIB now, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, decreased appetite, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, weakness, generalized debility, chronic pedal edema, protein-calorie malnutrition, decreased weight. He lives with his granddaughter Reyna. He has a KPS score of 40%. He does have PND and orthopnea. His O2 sats have been stable. He has oxygen available to him; today, his O2 sat was at 95% on room air. His LMAC is 24 cm left side. He does have 1+ to 3+ pedal edema bilaterally right greater than left. He appears weak with debilitation. He wears an adult diaper. He requires help with all ADL. He is staying in bed now about 8-10 hours a day. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
ADDENDUM: The patient also had a recent bout of gout with increased blood pressure related to pain, but he is doing much better now with treatment.
