This is a 76-year-old woman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure, right-sided heart failure, right-sided weak, paralysis related to previous stroke, hypertensive heart disease, chronic kidney disease stage IIIB, shortness of breath at rest and activity, New York Hearst Association Class IV. The patient is total ADL dependent. Her husband Mr. Hodson is a primary caregiver. She is wheelchair-bound and wears a diaper.
Her oxygen saturation is stable today at 94%. Her blood pressure is 133/65 with a pulse of 77.
The patient recently was hospitalized with exacerbation of CHF, was taken off ramipril and potassium because of real failure.
The patient is also requiring pain medication; tramadol was sent because of issues related to pain and neuropathy most likely related to stroke.

She does wear diaper as I mentioned. Her husband does a great job taking care of her. She has oxygen available, but at this time she is not using her oxygen. Her left MAC is 27. She has poor appetite, volume depletion, and dehydration. Given the natural progression of her disease and most recent hospitalization with right-sided heart failure and pedal edema, the patient most likely has less than six months to live.
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
