Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mr. Beatty with chronic kidney disease, smoldering Waldenström’s macroglobulinemia and IgA gammopathy.  Last visit in October.  Plans for whole body PET scan and a bone marrow in the near future Dr. Akkad.  Weight is stable.  Eating well.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Minimal edema on the right leg.  Negative vein Doppler for thrombosis and prior history of hip fracture many years ago, which is likely predisposing factor.  Some frequency and nocturia but no incontinence, infection, cloudiness or blood.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  No prescribed medications.
Physical Examination:  Weight 190 and blood pressure 160/82 on the right-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x3.  Lungs and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites.  No tenderness.  I do not see major edema.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries April, creatinine 1.4 stable for the last five years.  Mild anemia 12.7.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Electrolyte and acid base normal.  Nutrition, calcium and liver function test normal.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Mild anemia.  Does not require specific treatment, not symptomatic.  Other chemistries are stable.  Update protein creatinine ratio.  Blood pressure consistently in the office is running high.  Needs to be checked, our goal is less than 140 less than 90 and hopefully more in the 130/70.  He is going to call me with those numbers to decide for medications.  I probably will use low dose of Norvasc 5 mg.  I have no objection for upcoming testing by Dr. Akkad and followup in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
