Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mrs. Moomey with chronic kidney disease, heart problems and question cardiorenal syndrome.  Last visit in October.  Remains on oxygen 2 liters 24 hours.  Follows Dr. Berlin for CHF.  Low ejection fraction this April at 32.  No hospital visits.  Doing salt and fluid restriction.  Weight is stable 194.  Some nasal congestion and posterior drainage makes her sometimes gagging to the point of nausea and vomiting but no bleeding.  No abdominal pain.  No diarrhea.  No blood in the stools.  Stable weight and appetite.  Wears compressing stockings.  Stable edema.  No ulcers.  Has pacemaker.  Has sleep apnea but refuses treatment.  Chronic orthopnea 40 degrees.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise review of system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Aldactone, metoprolol, Farxiga, Lasix, anticoagulation Eliquis and takes also ARB Diovan.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 194 and blood pressure 96/59.  Stable dyspnea walking from the front of the building to the room was 78% and resting was 87% with a heart rate 67.  At the same time I do not hear rales, wheezes or pleural effusion, appears regular.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  Stable edema.
Labs:  Chemistries April, normal kidney function 0.9 and anemia 10.7.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Minor low-sodium.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Low albumin.  Corrected calcium normal.  Phosphorus normal.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III or better fluctuating levels overtime, clinically stable, compensated CHF with low ejection fraction, tolerating present regimen, diuretics, Aldactone, beta-blockers, Farxiga, on cholesterol management, on ARBs, anticoagulation, chronic respiratory failure on oxygen replacement and upper respiratory symptoms Flonase equivalent Dr. Obeid.  Stable edema.  Has not required EPO treatment.  Other chemistries are stable.  Continue to monitor.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
