CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for non-fitting right knee prosthetic.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his daughter and she stated that the patient has amputation of right knee and he has non-fitting prosthetic.
The patient also has deformity of the left foot, but it is not very painful at this time.
The patient has diabetes and he is advised to check blood sugar twice a day and keep a logbook.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, short of breath, chest pain, cough, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for right below the knee amputation.

The patient also has diabetes and he is on Farxiga 10 mg tablet once a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on losartan 100 mg once a day and metoprolol 100 mg one tablet twice a day and nifedipine 60 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has renal insufficiency and he is on sodium bicarbonate 650 mg tablet one tablet twice a day.

RECENT SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he never smoked cigarettes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness of the left leg; however, the patient has below knee amputation of the right side. The patient has deformity of the left foot, but he is able to walk with a cane.
