Dear Dr. Khabir:
This is a followup for Mr. Graham with absence of the left kidney and chronic renal abnormalities.  Last visit in September.  Comes accompanied with family member.  Progressive memory problems.  Multiple falls balance and arthritis of the hip.  Uses a walker.  He states to be eating well.  No vomiting.  No reported blood or melena.  No urinary tract infection.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No gross edema.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list review.  I am going to highlight the Lasix, beta-blockers and cholesterol treatment.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 143/64 by nurse and weight is stable 177.  Lungs appear clear.  No pericardial rub.  No gross ascites.  He has prior aortic valve replacement and mitral valve clip.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 2.1, which is baseline.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  GFR 30 stage III-IV.  Normal phosphorus.  High hemoglobin.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB-IV clinically stable.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  The absence of the left kidney.  No recurrence of calcium oxalate stones.  Cardiovascularly stable.  Aortic valve replacement and mitral valve clip.  Progressive dementia.  High hemoglobin.  Chemistries with kidney disease stable.  No phosphorus binders.  Continue present regimen.  Come back in six months.
