PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented, good-spirited child, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Focused Skin Exam of Left Knee: Circular abrasion approximately 3 mm in diameter and tender to touch. No signs of infection of erythema or edema noted.
ASSESSMENT: Left knee contusion and abrasion.

PLAN: Advised mother on wound care techniques and we will provide a school note so the child can rest at home for the next couple of days. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
