The patient presents with history of sore throat and congestion for four days. He states he has been taking a prescription of amoxicillin for several doses now for four days. He also states his wife has also been sick and taking Rx of amoxicillin, not being seen at this time.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He states that he has stopped Flomax and Cialis because they ______.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx 2+. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had strep testing performed which was positive.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Strep pharyngitis with history of high lipid disease, prediabetic, hypogonadism, and erection disorder.
PLAN: He was given Rocephin 1 g IM and amoxicillin to take t.i.d. for 10 days. He was advised to follow up in one to two months to repeat his labs including testosterone and A1c and for routine care. Given prescription to take amoxicillin for 10 days and wife also advised to take for 10 days her amoxicillin as well. Follow up here if needed.
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
