The patient was not exposed to any serious illnesses or infection and he had similar episode eight months ago and he took Mucinex DM 600 mg tablet twice a day with good relief.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied exposure to any infection or allergies, chest pain, blood in the saliva, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, or rashes.

OBJECTIVE: Deferred due to tele audio visit.
ASSESSMENT: Cough.

PLAN:
Start Mucinex DM 600 mg tablet one tablet twice a day for five days and then as needed.
Use the mask as needed.

If condition does not improve in two to three days, go the emergency room or urgent care facility.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
