HISTORY: This is a 27-year-old gentleman here with pain to his right inner thigh. The patient said he was bitten by a dog stated that last night two dogs were fighting and he attempted to separate them and was accidentally bitten.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Naprosyn and tizanidine.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He endorses alcohol use. Denies tobacco or drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: Diabetes and cancer.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient’s tetanus is not up-to-date.

The patient stated that both dogs are known they belong to his buddy and stated that he did not have dogs vaccinations up-to-date, but he said he thinks they are. This patient was advised that he must go to the county health department and discuss rabies vaccination.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 122/78.

Pulse is 79.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

RIGHT INNER THIGH: 3×4 cm abrasion. No deep puncture presents. No bleeding. No fluctuance. There is localized erythema. Tenderness to palpation present. No edema.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema. No cyanosis.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X is normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Dog bite.
2. Abrasions.
PLAN: The patient’s tetanus was given today 0.5 mL IM.
The patient was given the prescription of:
1. Augmentin 875/1/125 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.
2. Mobic 7.5 g one p.o. daily for 14 days #14 for pain. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. He was again reminded of the importance of going to health department to be evaluated for rabies. Says he understand and will comply.
