PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented x3. 
HEENT: Normal.

ABDOMEN: Surgical scar is well healed. No signs or symptoms of secondary infection. Said he is passing gas okay. Eating and drinking okay and denies vomiting.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
NEURO: Cranial nerves II through X is normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Hypertension.
2. Coronary artery disease.

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PLAN: The patient recently had labs on 02/03/25 those labs are unremarkable except for mildly elevated total cholesterol and triglycerides. The patient’s medications were refilled as follows:
1. Nifedipine 90 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 90 days #180.
2. Carvedilol 25 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 90 days #180.
3. Minoxidil 2.5 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 90 days #180.
4. Chlorpromazine 50 mg one p.o. at bed time #90 no refills. He was given opportunity to ask question and he states he has none.
