PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

2. Vitamin D deficiency.
3. Medication refill.
PLAN: She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none. Medications were refilled as follows:
1. Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film one film SL b.i.d. for 30 days #60.
2. Vitamin D3 50,000 units one p.o. weekly for 90 days #12.
PMP AWARxE was reviewed. Data from PMP AWARxE does not support drug-seeking behavior or medication diversion. Drug screen was done today. Drug screen was positive for Suboxone. All other unauthorized substances were negative.
