Ms. Fredrick is a 77-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient is seen at her home today for face-to-face evaluation.

The patient and her daughter Angela are going to move to new vacation at 3708 Rawley St., Houston, Texas. The patient is oriented to person only. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient requires help with all ADLs. The patient is quite confused. Her daughter states that her confusion has gotten worse and has severe sundowner syndrome. Her sundowner syndrome and anxiety is managed by lorazepam. The patient also has pain issues and she requires morphine around the clock for pain management. The patient’s blood pressure is elevated today. She takes both lisinopril 20 mg and lisinopril 40 mg. She was advised to always take the lisinopril at 30 mg and recheck her blood pressure at a later date. Her daughter tells us that she is only eating about 70 to 80% of the meals now. She is sleeping 14 hours a day. Her LMAC is 36 cm. PPS is 40%. The patient’s ambulation has been diminished and the patient’s gait remains at high risk for fall. The patient continued to decline as far as her mentation is concerned related to her Alzheimer’s dementia. Other comorbidities include coronary artery disease, enlarged heart, cor pulmonale, CHF, hypertension and diabetes per her daughter. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
