Mr. Prince is a 71-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of alcoholic cirrhosis of the liver. The patient has chronic pain controlled with pain medication, decreased weight and decreased appetite. Blood pressure is well controlled with change in his medication. Blood pressure is found to be at 140/90. O2 saturation is at 92% with a pulse of 100 today on examination. He has ascites, ADL dependency, weakness, decreased appetite, anxiety and pain related to his liver disease. KPS score is 40%. His LMAC is 25.5 cm. He also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, weakness, overall debility, constipation treated with lactulose, and ADL dependency. He also wears an adult Pull-up for bowel and bladder incontinence. He has anemia of chronic disease, hepatorenal syndrome, hypertension, hypothyroidism, and essential hypertension as comorbidities, which significantly impairs his ability to care for himself and requires care and help of others to survive. Overall prognosis is poor. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
