This is an 85-year-old woman currently on hospice with diagnosis of COPD. The patient is weak and short of breath, uses oxygen on a p.r.n. basis. She also suffers from hypertension, anxiety. The patient’s blood pressure medications were adjusted. The blood pressure today is better controlled at 130/67. She also uses albuterol on p.r.n. basis.
She has shortness of breath, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, history of chronic pain and constipation. She uses both lorazepam and morphine to control her air hunger, her shortness of breath, her anxiety and her pain issues. The patient’s son tells me that she is eating less, her appetite is diminished, she is ADL dependent, she is bowel and bladder incontinent. She weighs 135 pounds; down 5 pounds from previous evaluation. The patient is tachycardic at 103. Her LMAC is 25 cm. The patient is confused, but oriented to place and time and sometimes person. Ruth is a retired schoolteacher. She has extensive history of smoking at two-pack a day in the past, but not at this time. She is tachycardic consistent with her COPD, short of breath, air hunger, and decreased appetite. She most likely has cor pulmonale causing mild pedal edema and pulmonary hypertension related to her severe end-stage COPD. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
