The patient presents with history of fever, rash in her mouth and vagina, with decreased appetite, without bowel movement for three days per mother.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Questionable leukoplakia in mouth. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Scattered papular lesions present on dorsal foot and upper legs without evidence of cellulitis or abscess formation.

Strep screen was performed which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Questionable fever by history without thermometer, apparent folliculitis, apparent oral thrush, questionable pharyngitis.
PLAN: The patient was given Mycolog cream to use on skin lesions and given antifungal topical gel for the mouth. Advised to continue Tylenol or ibuprofen as needed, to increase fluids, to follow up with pediatrician in the next few days, to go to ER if condition worsens and to get a thermometer to monitor temperatures.
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
