CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of fever, headache, questionable sore throat, and upset stomach for three days with reported 104 temperature last night.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Mother states the child has a history of strep every year without complaints of sore throat with positive strep cultures. She states that the child is autistic.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Sibling also reported to be sick today with similar symptoms, to bring for evaluation, concerned about strep.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Slightly decreased activity without distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits except slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

PLAN: Strep test obtained which showed no evidence of strep, but because of mother’s concern and because of history, the patient was diagnosed with pharyngitis, possible strep with viral syndrome. To take amoxicillin for 10 days. Follow up with pediatrician and emergency room if necessary.
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
