The patient is seen with complaints of fever, congestion, and coughing for the past several days with some matting noted in the right eye today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Suspected attention deficit disorder, not on medications at present.
SOCIAL HISTORY: States that they are planning on moving to North Carolina in a couple of weeks, trying to finish school.
FAMILY HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema and exudate to right eye. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had flu, strep and COVID testing all of which were negative.

DIAGNOSES: Conjunctivitis to right eye, upper respiratory infection with early bronchitis and autistic disorder.

PLAN: The patient is to follow up with pediatrician and as needed. Also, to follow up with psychiatrist for further evaluation, to find psychiatrist in North Carolina as soon as possible.
