CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of fever and cough for the past few days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He states he has been retired for a year, worked on pipelines before.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Rhonchi and rales, right lower lung. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

Chest x-ray was obtained which showed presence of infiltrate in the right lower lobe with evidence of cardiomegaly.

IMPRESSION: Right lower lobe pneumonia with history of atrial fibrillation and hypertensive cardiovascular disease.
PLAN: The patient was advised to continue nebulizer. He was given Rocephin injection 1000 mg with Levaquin to take for 10 days with cough medications. Advised to follow up with PCP in two to three days with pictures of x-ray and to see cardiologist as well who he sees regularly.
