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This is a 79-year-old woman on hospice with history of dementia. Other comorbidities include hypothyroidism, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, chronic pain, and hypertension. The patient was placed on hospice after her primary care physician felt like her dementia has worsened, increased confusion, status post fall, C2-C3 fracture of the C-spine earlier this year. The patient has become pretty much bedbound, sleeping 12-16 hours a day. The family wants the patient to be comfortable at home. They have asked for no further hospitalization or transfers back and forth to the hospital at this time. The patient’s LMAC is 31 cm. She has lost weight. She also suffers from hyperlipidemia, multiple fractures, osteoporosis, and diabetes as I mentioned related to her hospice diagnosis, her KPS is 40%, her FAST is 7A, ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent, confusion with sundowner syndrome, considered semi-responsive, only oriented to person and only from time-to-time. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
