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DOB: 
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The patient has been certified for hospice today. She is an 81-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of chronic lymphoid leukemia. Recent PET scan shows evidence of bony metastasis, hepatic metastatic disease, ascites associated with weight loss, bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependency, also has a history of idiopathic thrombocytopenia purpura, hypogammaglobulinemia, and malignant melanoma of the choroid. The patient has non-Hodgkin's lymphoma, has been under treatment going back to a year or so ago. The patient received Treanda, developed ITP. Because of significant complication of her treatment and findings on the PET scan, the family has decided against any further treatment. The patient has not been admitted for further care. She most likely has less than six months to live. KPS score is at 40%. Significant weight loss reported, weakness, difficulty with ambulation, bed bound, and worsening condition related to her primary diagnosis. The patient is expected to do poorly, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
