Mr. Lawson is a 93-year-old gentleman on hospice with multiple myelomas being recertified today. The patient is more confused, only oriented to person, increased confusion, and increased weakness. The patient is spending 16-18 hours a day in bed. KPS score is at 40%, eating very little, also has protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient is at high risk of fall, requires medication for pain. Because of his confusion, FAST score was obtained, it is reported at 6D. Other comorbidities include anemia, dementia with psychiatric disturbance and mood disturbances, failure to thrive, and muscle wasting. LMAC is at 21.5 at this time. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. The patient is married, lives with significant other/spouse. The patient is expected to do poorly given the next six months with natural progression of his disease.
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
