Betty is a 70-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of breast cancer. The patient is no longer oriented to person, place or time. She has increased confusion, eats very little, severe weakness, bedbound, sleeping 16-18 hours a day. KPS is at 40%. Bowel and bladder incontinent and ADL dependent. Worsening condition is expected given her protein-calorie malnutrition and her breast cancer, also requires pain medication to make her comfortable. Her MAC is 24 cm on the right side. Other comorbidities include hypertension, urinary tract infection, history of falls, constipation, malignant neoplasm of the liver with bone metastasis. The patient has daughter, Vivian, is her primary caregiver and understands mother’s disease and the natural progression of her disease related to her breast cancer.
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
