Dear Mr. Goike:
This is a followup for Mr. Kelley with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  No hospital visits.  He has prior thyroid cancer and extensive neck resection.  Already five-year anniversary without recurrence, has a tracheal stoma.  Weight and appetite stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Some problems of arthritis of the knees.  No chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.
Review of Systems:  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the lisinopril, Norvasc and vitamin D 25.
Physical Examination:  Present weight is stable 212 and blood pressure by nurse 107/75.  Lungs are clear.  No pleural effusion or consolidation.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  His tracheal stoma has a valve.  He is able to talk.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries May, stable anemia.  Electrolytes and acid base for the most part okay.  Creatinine up to 2, which has been progressive the last 4 to 5 months and present GFR 37.  Normal calcium, albumin and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  Progressive versus acute on chronic abnormalities.  Blood pressure is running in the low side but not symptomatic.  There is a change of kidney function.  Decrease lisinopril from 20 mg to 10 mg.  Update chemistries a week after.  Check blood pressure at home.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Continue management of secondary hyperparathyroidism.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Other chemistries with kidney disease stable.  If no improvement kidney function with lower dose lisinopril, we will update a kidney ultrasound and bladder.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
