HPI: The patient stated to the ADON that he is just not sleeping at night and he is always tired and the staff that work overnight have seen that that he will just be kind of tossing and turning in his bed. The patient used to have Ativan 0.5 mg one-half tablet that he could take p.r.n., but appears that that was discontinued. I would like to go ahead and try that tonight to see if we cannot get that to be effective for him.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s dementia, BPSD in the form of occasional care resistance, gait instabilities; in a wheelchair, HLD, HTN, and hypoproteinemia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/14 note.

ALLERGIES: POLLEN.
DIET: Regular easy to chew food with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly gentleman who is pleasant, spoke with him about trying something ______ help him sleep and he is open to whatever it would possibly do that for him.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/82, pulse 70, temperature 97.6, respirations 15, and weight 127 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propels himself around in his manual wheelchair without any difficulty. No lower extremity edema.
